Please be informed that although the submission of Employees’ Provident Fund (EPF) and Employees’ Trust Fund
(ETF) numbers had previously been stated as mandatory for Apprentice Pharmacist registration, this requirement will
no longer be mandatory for Apprentice Pharmacist registration with effect from 1% December 2025.

This change applies only to registrations under the Apprentice Pharmacist category. Applicants who have already
submitted EPF/ETF numbers may retain those documents in their application; acceptance of such documents will
continue where already provided, but going forward, they are optional.
